Camping and Stalls

Camping: Available on the Festival Western Camping site

Price: $45 for the weekend — NO RESERVATION required; Power hook-up and water at each spot, places
available when you arrive on site. No charge for sites without service.

Stalls: $20 for the weekend — NO RESERVATION required. Shavings and hay available for purchase ($);
places available when you arrive on site. $20 deposit will be required for the stall key and cleaning.

Horses may be kept on your camping spot — a $20 fee will be charged for the weekend and a $50 deposit for
cleaning.

Contestant Awards

All awards will be given after the last performance on Sunday at the rodeo secretary office. There will be
buckles for the Year-End champion and the Finals champion. There will also be a buckle for the All-Around
cowboy. A trophy jacket and Wrangler ballcap will be given to all finalists.

Bonus Opportunity: “Win With Wrangler” promotion where the Finals champion in each event, if wearing
Wrangler jeans and shirt in both rodeos, will receive a $250 cash bonus.

Rules and Guidelines
Each contestant must have paid for their 2025 IPRA Canadian membership or 2025 IPRA World card to
participate in the IPRA Final in St-Tite.

Following the conclusion of the finals, if there is a tie for the first place Finals champion in any event, the
individual winning the most points in that event during the regular 2024 IPRA Canadian season, will be
declared the winner. The prize money will be divided as per regular payout procedure; however, the prizes will
be distributed equally to both competitors.
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Total Cash Purse & Payouts
